In these very difficult times I hope you  had a successful first term of the new academic year.
Media work  
On 22nd September I attended the TES magazine launch in London, which was an opportunity to hear a speech from the Children's Commissioner, but disappointingly there was no mention of the value of Primary education and scant regard given to the importance of the Early Years, but there were many networking opportunities to spread the word about NAPE.
We have continued to facilitate the Primary Umbrella Group (PUG), with a very valuable presentation by Sir Tim Brighouse and Mick Waters of their recent book About Our Schools: Improving on Previous Best, in September and then  in November delegates from many associations also attended online to hear from Professors Alice Bradbury and Dominic Wyse, Co-Directors of  ICAPE, who presented their important report into Primary Assessment..

In October I attended the AGM of the  All Party Parliamentary Group for the teaching profession (APPG). The work of APPGs has been disrupted considerably by the various parliamentary upheavals, but An informal meeting had been convened for September, specifically about the new iteration of The Oak Academy as an “arms length body” the remit of which many find quite concerning. There was a further informal meeting regarding the impact of the ECF and the concerns expressed about staffing implications. Concerns also continue about the proposals to diminish the contributions of existing Teacher Education institutions, with many long established and well recognised university providers being refused accreditation for next year. 
The National Executive met online on the 2nd November and minutes are available to members via the website.

We continue to be part of the More Than a Score coalition, who have maintained their high profile campaign against the moving targets at the DfE. The most recent meeting in November set out the strategy for the year and highlighted the SATS Big Sit In, which attracted considerable publicity as numerous adults, including some MPs and Peers, discovered how difficult it is for Year 6.
